Tim Ferris called the meeting to order and presided.

The minutes from the last troop committee meeting which was held on September 20, 2004 were reviewed and approved. 

1. Troop elections held at last troop meeting on November 2nd and Curtis Howell elected as new Senior Patrol Leader. He will take over from Ian Linde the week after Thanksgiving. Other Troop responsibilities will be assigned and voted on.

2. Discussion on Re-charter issues. Review and update of information on 22 adult leaders and 28 Scouts with changes   to roster and signatures needed for application.

3. Discussion on dues. Amounts established for Scouts and adult leaders, respectively $65 per Scout ($45 for second Scout in family) and $10 per adult.

5. Order of Arrow representatives to be contacted at Roundtable for presentation at future Troop meeting.

6. Rob Londo presented information on wreath sale plans, arranging for booth at fall festival, bulletin insert and sales after Masses at Holy Family. 250 wreaths ordered.

7. Fall festival is same weekend as campout at Black Mountain, scheduled for weekend of November 13-14. Next Troop meeting on November 9th for preparation for campout. Need to bring tents. Goal to have older Scouts teach skills to younger Scouts.

8. Much discussion of options for new patrols following up on discussion and vote by Scouts at last Troop meeting. 

Issue: How to organize patrols and implement changes, have older Scouts provide leadership while giving the Wolverines the opportunity for continued activities together?

Information/options to be presented to Troop by Larry Aemmer.

9. Summer camp voted by Troop: Camp Parsons. Application and deposit made with choices for weeks in August, 2005.

10. The committee considered and determined options for activities and outings for the rest of the year:  

Late fall camp out at Camp Black Mountain November 13-14. Shooting at gun range late November. Christmas break outing to see the lights at Point Defiance Zoo in Tacoma. January 11th Friends of Scouting. February winter camp: Tim Ferris to check on availability Camp Shepard and Bernie Howell to check on option at Buck Creek. Merit Badge weekend in March (18-19 ?). Fishing at Black Mountain in April, Lopez Island bike trip in May, and camp out at Icicle Creek in June. Court of Honor in February and then in June.

12. Troop Committee meetings to be held on first Thursday of every other month instead of first Mondays.
